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Papers provide a record of each year’s conference and will be published in the book of IFBF Conference Papers. All the information disclosed in your paper will be in the public domain, irrespective of any caveats or protective markings on your paper.
Content

A paper should be an informative document with sufficient detail to serve as an academic or industry reference. If you are limited by time in your presentation, or space on your poster, you can include extra information in your paper. Papers should be factual and avoid commercial advertising or promotion.

Formatting

Please use the IFBF styles above for the header section and do not change the font sizes or colours.

Your text will be laid out in two columns. Please use the IFBF Normal style (Arial 11 pt font with single line spacing) and include paragraphs for clarity. Use the IFBF Heading style (bold Arial 11 pt font) to separate sections. Please avoid using other styles and unnecessary formatting.
Your paper will be printed over two A4 pages and should be no longer than 980 words.

Title, authors, affiliations and email
The paper’s title should be relevant and concise. Use sentence case and reserve capital letters for names and proper nouns.
Authors’ names should be written as Given-name Family-name. Given-names should be provided in full and not abbreviated, with co-authors separated by a comma (,). Do not include qualifications, professional or academic titles, or memberships of professional organisations. Place the presenter’s name first.
List the affiliations of all the authors. If there are two or more companies or academic institutions, use superscript numerals (1) to match authors to their affiliations.

Only the email address of the presenting author is required and should be indicated with an asterisk (*). Please remove any hyperlinks.
Language

Papers must be written in UK English using UK English spelling.
Names of elements should be in lower case, e.g. hydrogen. Where possible avoid using trademarks or trade names.

Abbreviations

Abbreviations which are not in common use should be explained the first time they are written. Please be consistent once an abbreviation is used.

We prefer the term ‘flow battery’ to ‘redox flow battery’. The term ‘vanadium flow battery’ may be abbreviated to VFB.

Units

SI units should be used unless an alternative unit is more common. There should be a space between the figure and the unit, e.g. 100 kWh. ‘Per’ should be denoted by a superscript minus sign not a slash, e.g. mA cm-2.

Where $ is used please state the country to avoid ambiguity, e.g. US$.
Figures and tables

Figures – including photographs, graphics and charts – and tables may be in full colour. Please ensure they are high resolution and appropriate for print and online publication. Ensure that text and labels on figures are legible.
Figures and tables may be included throughout the paper. If you wish to include a figure or table wider than a single column, use a Continuous Section Break above and below, and then revert to two columns for your text. Figures and tables should not exceed half a page.

Figures and tables should be annotated beneath with Figure 1, Figure 2, Table 1, Table 2 etc. followed by a fullstop (.) and a caption of ideally one sentence, e.g. Figure 1. A novel flow battery showing… . Use letters, e.g. a), b), c), to identify subfigures.
Equations

Take care when using equations, special symbols, and non-text characters as these may not transfer smoothly between different software packages. In Word select Insert > Equation, e.g.

Please submit your finished paper as both a Word document and high-quality pdf file.
